There are two parts to this section – the Structure or plan of the campaign and the Evidence you will collect.

Structure of the Campaign.
1. Restate the aim of your campaign, your target group, the venue, the date and the time of your presentation.
You need to write out a detailed plan of the session, which someone else could follow if they had all the materials. Often a large table helps with this.

2. What have you done to prepare for the campaign?

3. Step-by-step, what will you say and do?

4. And what will the audience be doing?

5. What resources will you use?

6. How long will each activity take?

7. Which of your objectives will each activity achieve?

8. How will you check what they know at the start of your session and then at the end?

9. How will you know if it is going well or not?

10. What health and safety consideration do you need to take? What are the potential risks and how can you minimise them?

11. Consider these in your safety assessment: the premises, the equipment, the resources, the target group, yourself

12. Why have you chosen to plan the session in this way?

Evidence.
You need to include evidence of carrying out your campaign as proof that you have done it and so you can fully evaluate it in the next section.
What sort of evidence can you include?

· Witness statement (ask for feedback on your performance as well)

· Completed quiz or questionnaires – before and after
· Any completed activity worksheets or things the audience have made

· Your script/cue cards/PowerPoint slides

· Pictures of resources you have used
· Posters/leaflets you have used
· Photographs (need consent)
· Any observations you made while you were doing the campaign – were they taking part and getting involved?

· Letters or emails you used to set the campaign up
