Remember for each section, explain it in your own words, use definitions and quotes to back up your explanation, use examples, scenarios, patient profiles to illustrate your explanation.

Lay vs. Professional section:
Describe these different perspectives – lay is the ordinary persons perspective, the general public, whereas the professional perspective is from a person who has had formal medical training. How will their views of health differ? What terminology might they use when discussing health? How might these differences create problems when health care professional are discussing health advice with patients? How can these problems be reduced? Give evidence of your research into this, with referencing and some examples. (I emailed you some websites to help with this last week).

Conventional vs. alternative medicine:
Another short essay describing the key terms – alternative medicine, conventional medicine and complementary medicine. Give some examples. Look at the Macmillan website for advice regarding cancer treatments. Discuss the reasons why so many patients go down the alternative medicine route, even though it is not evidence based.

Always look to add statistics and data to back up your explanations.

Things to consider when choosing your target group: you will need to:

         Be specific – exactly who is your target group?

         Research in detail the target group and factors which affect their health

         Design a campaign which is suitable for the target group

         Analyse current Government health initiatives and campaigns specific to your target group

         Plan how you will carry-out your campaign and how you will gain feedback on its effectiveness

         Present your campaign to your target group directly as yourself

         Draw conclusions and suggest improvements to your campaign

         Look at how suitable your campaign is to be used by key workers

         How will you access your target group?
